PUBLIC INFORMATION

Feeding ducks and geese in the village – this is aimed at all wild ducks and geese on canals, smaller rivers, village ponds and dykes
It has been common knowledge for some time but there is now a drive to ensure that wild   ducks and geese (as in the case of Jubilee Pond in Gilberdyke) are NOT fed bread.

Uneaten soggy bread can cause a build-up of bad nutrients in the water which can lead to greater algae growth, spread disease and encourage pests such as rats.

Feeding bread also creates excessive amounts of bird poo which, along with being smelly and slippery underfoot, can have a negative effect on water quality and create harmful algae which can clog the waterway.

Best food for ducks and geese –

· Chopped grapes

· Lettuce  - don’t throw your left over lettuce away – feed it to the ducks

· Frozen peas and sweetcorn – no need to cook but defrost first

· Oats – flap jacks, rolled oats, porridge oats

· Seeds – bird food or seeds from the healthy aisle in the supermarket

· Rice – leftover rice from the takeaway but not the crispy duck!

· Or, if you can, purchase wild bird feed from an appropriate retailer
